Grant Amounts

At least eight grants of $250 will be awarded this year.

Who Can Apply?
· Parish youth groups

· Catholic school youth groups

· Catholic Campus Ministries

To Do What?

The goal of this program is to support formation and understanding about the relationship between faith and justice issues around poverty. 
Applications can be made for any of these three purposes:

· Education in Catholic social teaching for youth within the parish or school (such as JusticeWalking);

· Advocacy for social justice through legislative change -- either at the local, state, or national level; or

· Community organizing with local youth or with a nearby low-income community to fight the root causes of poverty.

Social-service projects are not eligible for funding (eg, tutoring, recreation, cultural enrichment, emergency shelters, refugee resettlement, etc). However, a group can reflect on a service experience to identify an ISSUE on which to work.  
The grant application must focus on a particular ISSUE or on the underlying CAUSES OF POVERTY within a particular area.

What Might A Project Look Like?

· Lead a death-penalty-awareness weekend where parishioners sign a petition to the governor, urging him to suspend all executions. 

· Conduct an educational campaign on poverty/hunger CRS, by hosting a Food Fast and reflecting on the causes of hunger in your community and the world.  
· Organize a youth delegation to Catholic Advocacy Day at the Virginia General Assembly in Richmond or to National Catholic Advocacy Day in Washington, DC.

Projects should not be a  "one-time" event  but have a clear plan of action.
