
APPLYING FOR CCHD LOCAL GRANTS
Thank you for your interest in applying for a local grant from the Catholic Campaign for Human Development (CCHD), which are considered once a year.  Attached is an application form for a grant of up to $7,500.
The deadline for this application is January 5, 2010.
Applications for funds will be evaluated on the criteria below, based on the information you provide on the attached pages.  While you may include additional information (newspaper clippings, etc), please limit this material to two pages.
Basic Criteria:
A.
The project must benefit a poverty group. 

At least half of the project's beneficiaries must be from a low-income community.  The project must work to develop low-income leaders from that community.

B.
Members of the poverty group must have control of the project.
At least 50% of the project’s policy-making board should be people who are low income. If your project does not meet this requirement, please explain (a) why low-income people do not have control, (b) how they were involved in the project planning, and (c) the plans and timeline for eventual low-income control of the project.

C.
Projects must work toward institutional change by addressing the basic social, economic, and political causes of poverty.  CCHD defines institutional change as:
a.
Modifying existing laws or policies; or

b.
Creating alternative decision-making structures within the low-income community, or redistribution of decision-making powers to the low-income community.
Additional Criteria:
1.
Providing seed money for applicant organizations.

2.
Giving a one-time-only resource, although organizations may seek further grants for new programs or projects.

3.
Funding new programs, although proposals for existing projects may be considered under special circumstances. 

4.
Limiting funds to specific types of organizations:


A.
Only non-profit corporations are eligible for CCHD grants; and


B.
Only 501(c) (3) tax-exempt organizations may receive CCHD grants.  If your organization does not have tax-exempt status, you must designate a 501(c)(3) organization to serve as a fiscal agent for your grant. 
Required Attachments:
· A copy of your organization's certificate of incorporation.

· A copy of the 501(c) (3) determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service for your organization or for your fiscal agent.

· A copy of your organization's most recent financial report.
