Receiving the Unbaptized and the Already Baptized
 (Place instructions for the assembly as to remaining seated or to stand, to face where, etc. here.)
   In the early Church, the unbaptized would not have ever been in the liturgical assembly.  This rite would have been their first admittance to the Sunday assembly.  While some of these people have been with us before, today we receive them formally into the Order of Catechumens.  The already baptized candidates, stand with them.

Opening Dialogue

     Just as God knows us individually, so we seek to come to know these courageous people by their names.   And we want to know what they want from us, the Body of Christ, the Church.
   We Sing:  We stand with you, we pray for you, O holy child of God.
First Acceptance of the Gospel and Declaration of Intent
  God has called them to this moment.  Now, they commit to coming to know God through Jesus Christ. In our tradition, the ways of Christ are discovered through the Scriptures and tradition.  Today, a commitment to hear Christ’s voice in the Gospel begins their intentional journey into the Body of Christ.
Those already baptized re-affirm their intention to come into full communion with us.
Affirmation by Sponsors and the Assembly
   No one makes a journey of faith alone.  Sponsors and/or godparents will accompany these people each day. We, the baptized in the assembly, accompany them by our hospitality to them, by our full, conscious and active participation in the liturgy, by our invitations to them to join us in our works of charity and justice, and through our prayer.
     We Respond:  We praise you Lord, and we bless you.
Signing with the Cross
 A commitment to follow Christ in the Gospel is a commitment to follow the way of the cross.  The unbaptized are marked all over with the cross, while the candidates are only marked on their foreheads as a reminder of their baptism. 
     We Sing: Christ will be your strength; Learn to know and follow Him.

Invitation to the Celebration of the Word of God
    For the first time, the catechumens are admitted to the celebration of the Word of God. This part of the liturgy was once known as the Mass of Catechumens.  The already baptized take their rightful place among the assembly.
